Freshwater Wetlands Ecosystems Training

Through the Florida Master Naturalist Program (FMNP), an environmental education extension program is being offered in partnership with the University of Florida-Institute of Food and Agricultural Sciences (UF-IFAS) and participating organizations throughout the state.

The course will be held on Wednesdays, March 17 through May 19.  Classes will be held at the Navarre Visitors Center, 8543 Navarre Parkway on U.S. 98 at Navarre Park and in Pensacola at the Bowden Building, 120 Church Street. The cost of the training is $225, and includes 40 contact hours of instruction, a comprehensive student reference workbook, and upon completion, registration in the UF FMNP database as a freshwater wetlands naturalist.
