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Escambia County’s Special Needs Shelter 
Received Generators Through Federal Grants
Escambia County received approximately $2,000,000 in federal grant funds for two recently installed 800 kw generators at West Florida High School for Escambia County’s Special Needs Hurricane Shelter. 
The generators will provide back-up electrical power for people with medical needs who need electricity to run life-sustaining medical equipment when local power may be disrupted during disaster events impacting our community.  
Along with the federal funding, a cooperative effort between the State of Florida Division of Emergency Management, State Department of Management Services, the Escambia County School District, Escambia County Health Department, and the Escambia County Division of Emergency Management worked for several years to make this project a reality.  

The Escambia County School District also provides significant support to the shelter operations, not only through the use of their facilities for shelters, but also with significant commitment of staff support.
