Escambia County Board of County Commissioners
· Emergency management staff are monitoring the winter storm and coordinating with other local agencies.
· The emergency operation center will not be activated. 
· Snow flurries were spotted as far South as Ensley.  

· Rain and snow conditions continue throughout Escambia County.

Shelters
· Red Cross will be opening an additional public shelter at East Brent Baptist Church, 4801 North Davis Highway at 5:00 p.m. today.

· They will re-evaluate the situation on Saturday to determine if the shelter will need to be open additional nights.

· Salvation Army and Waterfront Rescue Mission are the two cold weather shelters open in Escambia County.

· Additional shelters will be opened if these two shelters exceed capacity or if there is a power outage 
and a public shelter is needed.

Road Update
· No closings at this time.  Road crews continue to reapply sand to the county bridges North of Interstate 10.  The rain overnight washed some of the sand away.
· Residents are urged to stay off the roads if at all possible.
