Fuel Spill in Intracoastal Waterway - Update #2
Coast Guard officials flew over the area from Perdido Pass to the Three Mile Bridge this morning.  No heavy deposits or areas of concentration of fuel were spotted. There was some “sheen” visible from just west of the Theo Baars Bridge on the Old River to an area just past the marina. The sheen is expected to evaporate relatively quickly. The environmental impact is expected to be minimal if any.  

The Coast Guard is continuing to try to determine the source of the fuel. It has been determined that the fuel did not come from NAS Pensacola.  

The fuel spill was reported around 4 p.m. on Monday.  The U. S. Coast Guard and Florida Fish and Wildlife responded. SWS was contracted by the U.S. Coast Guard to initiate clean-up efforts.  
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
