Gulf Beach Highway sidewalk project
Escambia County is hosting a groundbreaking ceremony for the first segment of the Gulf Beach Highway Sidewalk project on Thursday, July 29, at 2 p.m. The sidewalk groundbreaking will be held directly across the street from the Southwest Branch Library located at 12248 Gulf Beach Highway.  Parking will be at the Library.
The Gulf Beach Highway sidewalk project consists of adding approximately 11 miles of sidewalks to Gulf Beach Highway (CR 292A), between Perdido Key Drive and Blue Angel Parkway. 
“This sidewalk will provide the citizens a safe environment to walk to the library, exercise and enjoy the beautiful area,” said Gene Valentino, District 2 Commissioner.

This project was funded by the Local Option Sales Tax program. The $1.3 million project will be constructed in segments with the first being between Perdido Key Drive to Bauer Road.  The two mile segment will consist of adding a 5 foot sidewalk to both sides of the road.
