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Timber Harvest of Jones Swamp Wetland Preserve
The Escambia County Natural Resources Conservation Division will begin a timber thinning of the Jones Swamp Wetland Preserve on a parcel between Patton Drive and the Pensacola State College, Warrington campus, at the end of the week.  Crews are tentatively scheduled to move into the site on Saturday, October 16. 
The 19 acre area to be selectively harvested is part of the ecological restoration project within the preserve.  Due to safety concerns the Jones Swamp Wetland Preserve trail and harvest area will be closed to the public once equipment arrives on site and will remain closed until the harvest is complete and equipment is removed.
